Stewardship Update for 2026

We are grateful for the strong response to this year’s stewardship
invitation. As of March 18, 2026, we have received commitments
from 72 households for a total of $275,337 (92% of our $300,000 goal
for 2026). There are 3 households that pledged in 2025 that have not
done so in 2026. If they pledge the same amount, we will be at
$285,237 (95% of our goal).
