Lifesaving Opioid Overdose Rescue Kits




Made Available at Westminster

In our ongoing commitment to the well-being of our community, we are
pleased to announce a new partnership with the West Hartford
Prevention Partnership. As part of our Mental Health Hub
Initiative, we are now providing FREE Opioid Overdose Rescue Kits
at key locations throughout the church.

These kits are located and will be maintained at the following stations:

« Church Office
- Entry Way
. Fireside Room

These stations will be refilled regularly to ensure these life-saving
resources are always available. Each kit contains:

- Naloxone (Narcan): Two doses of 4mg intranasal nasal spray,
which can temporarily reverse the effects of an opioid overdose.

. Protective Equipment: One pair of non-latex gloves and a CPR
rescue breathing face shield or mask.

. Test Strips: Fentanyl and/or xylazine test strips to help identify
these substances.

. Instructions: A step-by-step informational postcard on how to
recognize an overdose and administer naloxone.

- Resources: Contact information for addiction treatment and
local crisis resources.
