e When is worship? Worship at First Presbyterian Church of Hartford
(FPCH) begins at 10:30 A.M.

e Where is First Presbyterian of Hartford? They are located at 136
Capitol Avenue in Hartford, right next to the Bushnell. It's a
beautiful, historic church built in 1870 (see image below).

e Where do I park? Parking is free in Hartford on Sundays. You can
park for free in the FPCH lot, the state lot (aka "The Bushnell lot")
or on Capitol, Clinton and Elm Streets (see the diagram
below). Handicap parking is available in the church's parking lot
and there is a handicap parking spot on the street in front of the
church. There is a ramp that leads into the sanctuary and coffee
hour is held in Hodge Hall, on that same level.
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¢ Will there be worship offered online? Where do I find the
link? FPCH also offers hybrid worship. Just visit the usual places to
find the link - on our website homepage or in our weekly email.
